Superspeedway 
 
The Biggest, Fastest Motorsports 
Venue in the World 
 
Talladega Superspeedway in Alabama is the 
biggest, fastest, most competitive motor-sports 
facility in the world. 
 
The venue covers 2,000 acres with 212 acres infield 
and a 2.66 mile, tri-oval track. There are more than 
143,000 seats in the stands and thousands more in 
the infield. 
 
Several world records have been broken here and 
many drivers have made their mark at Talladega 
since it opened in 1969. 
 
It’s fast, a track where a speed of nearly 200 miles 
per hour are commonplace- with a constant battle for 
the lead and hard-charging, three-wide racing the 
norm, just the way fans love it. No wonder it attracts 
more than 300,000 spectators. 
 
The race- attending fans are provided with an 
expansive, well appointed campground facility, 
including toilets, showers and laundries which adjoin 
the track.

Fans are encouraged to bring their own supplies and 
beverages along with them from home, or they can 
purchase these right at the track. 
 
Cleanevent has been ‘taking care of business’ at 
Talladega Superspeedway for the past seven years 
with responsibility for the enormous cleaning and 
waste management challenge it presents. Like the 
drivers who compete there, Cleanevent has 
continued to set new benchmarks for performance 
year after year. 

 
Talladega’s 2.66 mile tri-oval track, the longest 
on the NASCAR circuit, draws a pilgrimage of 
race fans from across the country twice annually 
to enjoy the fastest race track that the sport has 
to offer. 
 
More than 300,000 spectators arrive with 
campers, tents, buses and the provisions they 
need to enjoy a four-day race experience 
unequalled in motor racing. They have varying 
levels of presentation expectation, depending on 
‘which walk of life’ they come from. Cleanevent 
have demonstrated a clean understanding of this 
challenge. 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 



 

 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Commitment & Responsibility 
 

The size and scope of Talladega would present a 
challenge of massive proportions for any cleaning 
company. 
 
For Cleanevent, it was a challenge to be welcomed. 
When the company first presented to Grant Lynch, 
Talladega Superspeedway President, and Mike 
McWilliams, Talladega’s Track Maintenance 
Manager, a commitment was made to take the 
cleaning task off their agenda- to make it 
Cleanevent’s responsibility, not theirs. 
 
Now, years later, that commitment continues to be 
honored. 
 
Planning & Logistics 
 
The task requires 14 weeks of careful planning and 
involves the deployment of some 20,000 man hours 
and the collection of over 400 tons of garbage. 
 
Mike is a very diligent taskmaster. Through careful 
planning and an effective working partnership with 
Cleanevent, the team has found ways to continually 
improve service delivery for the benefit if everyone at 
Talladega. 
 
“The depth of Cleanevent’s major event cleaning 
knowledge that is brought to us here in Alabama 
twice a year is the basis for the continuing 
improvements that we achieve together, each and 
every race” said Mike during a recent discussion. 
 
“They are ever willing to grow with us, whether it’s 
due to an increase in camp ground acreage or the 
addition of new seats for race fans, which seems to 
happen every race,” he said. 
 
Flexibility & Expertise  
 
The Talladega deployment is as tough as it gets in 
Cleanevent’s global business. The remoteness of 
the track from labor sources provides a challenge 
that requires creativity and flexibility to solve. 
Cleanevent’s approach combines direct employment 
along with the recruitment of community groups, 
non- profit organizations and labor-hire agencies.  

 
But, in the end, it’s the management, supervision 
and coordination of these different entities that 
delivers an effective solution. 
 
Grant Lynch commented: “The quality and capability 
of the supervision and management of the 
Cleanevent team makes the real difference. They 
are capable and ready to take on the challenges 
NASCAR has to offer.” 
 
“This, together with our access to senior executives 
of Cleanevent’s global business, who bring with 
them their knowledge of service methods from other 
major events such as the Olympic Games, brings 
added value to us. This is what makes the difference 
at Talladega,” he said. 
 
Since 1997, Cleanevent has sent its own team to 
Talladega. Fourteen weeks of planning go into a 
military style operation that manages some 20,000 
man-hours, removing more than 400 tons of 
garbage. 

 
      The Cleanevent deployment at Talladega is as tough as it 

gets in single-event projects. The remoteness of the track 
from labor sources, the size and enthusiasm of the crowd, 
and the scale of the venue provide a challenge for even the 
most seasoned professionals.
