Telstra Stadium is one of the most prominent 
stadiums in the Southern Hemisphere. Since the 
stadium opened twelve months before the 
Opening Ceremony of the Sydney 2000 Olympic 
Games it has played host to some of the biggest 
sporting events in the world. 
 
The 2003 Rugby World Cup once again placed 
Australia, on the sporting map of the world. It was 
estimated the final between Australia and England 
was broadcasted in 200 countries, which means 
Telstra Stadium was seen by 4 billion viewers and 
live by 80,000 Rugby fans. 
 
In addition to these major International events, 
Telstra stadium maintains a busy sport season, 
with matches played during the summer and 
winter months. 
 
Australia boasts three football codes- with Rugby 
League, Rugby Union and the Australian Football 
League- each code has its own avid fans that can 
fill the stadium to its 80,000 capacity, even during 
the middle of the week! 
 
For example; Telstra Stadium could host the State 
of Origin Rugby to a sell out crowd of 83,000, an 
AFL match of 45,000, as well as a Wallabies 
International against Fiji with 70,000 screaming 
fans, within a 10 day period.
